dPi-Teleconnect, L.L.c. ("dPi") files this Petition before the Florida Public Service 

Commission seeking approval of a Interconnection Agreement which dPi has entered into with 

ALLTEL Communications Services Corporation. In support of this Petition, dPi states: 

1. The United States Congress recently passed legislation amending the 

Communications Act of 1934. This act, referred to as the Telecommunications Act of 1996, 

requires that any "interconnection agreement adopted by negotiation or arbitration shall be 

submitted for approval to the State commission." Telecommunications Act of1996; §252(e). 

2. Under the federal act, interconnection/resale agreements can be rejected by the 

state commission only if the commission finds that the agreement (or any portion thereof) 

discriminates against a telecommunications carrier not a party to the agreement or if the 

implementation of that agreement is not consistent with the public interest, convenience and 

necessity. 

3. The agreement with dPi (attached hereto as Attachment A) does not discriminate 

against other similarly situated carriers and is also consistent with the public interest, 

convenience and necessity. As such, dPi seeks approval of the agreement from the Commission

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AGREEMENT 

This Agreement ("Agreement") is entered between, DPI-Teleconnect, L.L.c. CDPI-Teleconnect"), a 
Delaware corporation, having an office at 2997 LBJ Freeway, Suite 225, Dallas, Texas, 75234, and ALL TEL 
Communications Services Corporation CALL TEL"), a Delaware corporation, having an office at One Allied Drive, 
Little Rock, Arkansas, 72202, for and on behalf of its affiliated local exchange carriers identified in Attachment I. 
ALL TEL Affiliated Local Exchange Carriers (collectively the Parties). 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the Telecommunications Act of 1996 (the Act), the Parties wish to establish terms for the 
provision of certain services and Ancillary Functions as designated in the Attachments hereto. 

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and the mutual covenants of this Agreement, the Parties 
hereby agree as follows. 

1.0 	 Introduction 

1.1 	 This Agreement, in accordance with §§ 251 (a) and (b) of the Act, sets forth the terms, conditions 
and prices under which ALL TEL may provide DPI-Teleconnect (a) services for resale (hereinafter 
referred to as Resale Services), and (b) Ancillary Functions. The specific services, functions , or 
facilities which ALL TEL agrees to provide are tllOse specifically identified in appendixes attached 
to this Agreement, and executed simultaneously with this general terms and conditions. Further 
this Agreement sets forth the tenns, conditions, and prices under which DPI-Teleconnect will 
provide services to ALL TEL, where applicable. 

1.2 	 This Agreement includes and incorporates herein tlle Attachments of this Agreement, and all 
accompanying Appendices, Addenda and Exhibits. 

1.3 	 The Parties acknowledge and agree that by entering into and performing in accordance with this 
Agreement, ALL TEL has not waived or relinquished any applicable exemptions that are provided 
by or available under the Act, including but not limited to those described in § 251 (f) of the Act, 
or lmder state law. 

2.0 	 Effective Date 

2.1 	 The Effective Date of this Agreement will be the first business day following receipt of final 
approval of this Agreement by the appropriate Commission or, where approval by a such 
Commission is not required, the date that both Parties have executed the Agreement. 

3.0 	 Intervening Law 

3.1 	 This Agreement is entered into as a result of private negotiations between the Parties, acting 
pursuant to the Act, and/or other applicable state laws or Commission rulings. If the actions of 
state or federal legislative bodies, courts, or regulatory agencies of competent jurisdiction 
invalidate, modify, or stay the enforcement of laws or regulations that were the basis for a 
provision of this Agreement, the affected provision will be invalidated, modified, or stayed as 
required by action of the legislative body, court, or regulatory agency. In such event, the Parties 
shall in good faith attempt to arrive at an agreement respecting the modifications to the Agreement 
required. If negotiations fail, disputes between the Parties concerning the interpretation of the 
actions required or provisions affected by such governmental actions will be resolved pursuant to 
any process available to the Parties under law, provided that the Parties may mutually agree to use 
the dispute resolution process provided for in tllis Agreement. 

4.0 	 Term of Agreement 

4. I 	 The Parties agree to the provisions of this Agreement for a term of one (I) year from the Effective 
Date of this Agreement, and tllereafter the Agreement shall automatically renew for successive 
one (l) year terms, unless and until terminated as provided herein.

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4.2 	 Either Party may terminate this Agreement by providing written notice of termination to the other 
Party. Such written notice shall be provided at least ninety (90) days in advance of the date of 
tennination. 

4.3 	 Either Party may request for this Agreement to be renegotiated upon the termination of this 
Agreement. The noticing Party will delineate the items desired to be negotiated . Not later than 
thirty (30) days from receipt of said notice, the receiving Party will notify the sending Party of 
additional items desired to be negotiated, if any Not later than 135 days from the receipt of 
request for renegotiations, the parties will commence negotiation. 

4.4 	 By mutual agreement, ALL TEL and DPI-Teleconnect may amend this Agreement in writing to 
modify its terms. 

4.5 	 A Party may tenninate this Agreement by giving the other Party written notice of its desire to 
tenninate at least thirty (30) days prior to the intended date of termination if: 

(i) 	 the other Party makes an assigrunent for the benefit of creditors, 

(ii) 	 the other Party makes an lUlauthorized assignment of this Agreement, 

4.6 	 A Party may terminate this Agreement inunediately if the other Party fails to perform any of its 
obligations lUlder this Agreement in any material respect and such material failure continues 
without remedy for a period of thirty (30) days after written notice is given by the non-defaulting 
Party to the defaulting Party. 

4.7 	 Upon expiration or termination of this Agreement, if either Party desires wtinterrupted service 
under this Agreement during negotiations of a new agreement, the requesting Party shall provide 
the other Party written notification appropriate lUlder the Act. Upon receipt of such notification, 
the same terms, conditions, and prices will continue in effect as were in effect at the end of the 
latest term, or renewal, so long as negotiations are continuing without impasse and then lUltil 
resolution pursuant to tIlis Section. If the Parties are actually in arbitration or mediation before tile 
appropriate Commission or FCC prior to expiration of this Agreement, tIlis Agreement will 
continue in effect only until the issuance of an order, whether a final non-appealable order or nOl, 
by the Commission or FCC resolving tile issues set forth in such arbitration or mediation request. 

4 .8 	 The Parties agree to resolve any disputed matter relating to this Agreement pursuant to § 9.0 
Dispute Resolution . 

5.0 	 Assignment 

5.1 	 Neither Party may assign, subcontract, or otherwise transfer its rights or obligations lUlder this 
Agreement except lUlder such tenns and conditions as are mutually acceptable to the other Party 
and with such Party's prior written consent, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld; 
provided that either Party may assign its rights and delegate its benefits, and delegate its duties and 
obligations lUlder this Agreement without the consent of the other Party to a 100 percent 
commonly owned affiliate of that Party that is also the recipient of the relevant assets of the 
assignor. Nothing in this Section is intended to impair the right of either Party to utilize 
subcontractors. 

5.2 	 Each Party will notify the other in writing not less tIlan 60 days in advance of anticipated 
assignment 

6.0 	 Confidential and Proprietary Information 

6.1 	 For tile purposes of this Agreement, confidential information means confidential or proprietary 
technical , customer, end user, or network information given by one Party (the "Discloser") to tile 
other (tile "Recipient"), which is disclosed by one Party to the other in cOIUlection with this 
Agreement, during negotiations and tile tenn of this Agreement ("Confidential Information") 
Such Confidential Information shall automatically be deemed proprietary to tile Discloser and 

DPI-Teleconnect, L.L.C. 
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subject to this § 6.0, wlless otherwise confirmed in writing by the Discloser. All other information, 
which is indicated and marked as Confidential Information at the time of disclosure shall also be 
treated as Confidential Information under § 6.0 of this Agreement. The Recipient agrees (i) to use 
Confidential Information only for the pmpose of performing under this Agreement, (ii) to hold it 
in confidence and disclose it to no one other than its employees having a need to know for the 
purpose of performing under this Agreement, and (iii) to safeguard it from unauthorized use or 
disclosure using at least the same degree of care with which the Recipient safeguards its own 
ConfidentiaJ Information. If the Recipient wishes to disclose the Discloser's Confidential 
Information to a third-party agent or consultant, such disclosure must be agreed to in writing by 
the Discloser, and the agent or consultant must have executed a written agreement of 
nondisclosure and nonuse comparable to the tenns of this Section. 

6.2 	 The Recipient may make copies of Confidential Information only as reasonably necessary to 
perform its obligations under this Agreement. All such copies will be subject to the same 
restrictions and protections as the original and will bear the same copyright and proprietary rights 
notices as are contained on the original. 

6.3 	 The Recipient agrees to return all Confidential Information to the Discloser in tangible form 
received from the Discloser, including any copies made by the Recipient within thirty (30) days 
after a written request is delivered to the Recipient, or to destroy all such Confidential Information 
if directed to do so by Discloser except for Confidential Information that the Recipient reasonably 
requires to perform its obligations under this Agreement. If either Party loses or makes an 
unauthorized disclosure of the other Party's Confidential Information, it will notify such other 
Party immediately and use reasonable efforts to retrieve the lost or wrongfully disclosed 
information. 

6.4 	 The Recipient will have no obligation to safeguard Confidential Information: (i) which was in the 
possession of the Recipient free of restriction prior to its receipt from the Discloser; (ii) after it 
becomes publicly known or available through no breach of this Agreement by the Recipient, (iii) 
after it is rightfully acquired by the Recipient free of restrictions on its disclosure, or (iv) after it is 
independently developed by personnel of the Recipient to whom the Discloser's Confidential 
Information had not been previously disclosed. In addition, either Party will have the right to 
disclose Confidential Information to any mediator, arbitrator, state or federal regulatory body, or a 
court in the conduct of any mediation, arbitration or approval of this Agreement, as long as, in the 
absence of an applicable protective order, tlle Discloser has been previously notified by the 
Recipient in time sufficient for the Recipient to undertake lawful measures to avoid disclosing 
such information and for Discloser to have reasonable time to seek or negotiate a protective order 
before or witll any applicable mediator, arbitrator, state or regulatory body or a court. 

6.5 	 The Parties recognize that an individual end user may simultaneously seek to become or be a 
customer of both Parties. Nothing in this Agreement is intended to limit the ability of either Party 
to use customer specific infonnation lawfully obtained from end users or sources other than the 
Discloser. 

6.6 	 Each Party's obligations to safeguard Confidential Information disclosed prior to expiration or 
tennination of this Agreement will survive such expiration or termination for a period of three (3) 
years. 

6.7 	 Except as otherwise expressly provided elsewhere in this Agreement, no license is hereby granted 
with respect to any patent, trademark, or copyright, nor is any such license implied solely by virtue 
of the disclosure of any Confidential Information. 

6.8 	 Each Party agrees that the Discloser may be irreparably injured by a disclosure in breach of this 
Agreement by the Recipient or its representatives and the Discloser will be entitled to seek 
equitable relief, including injunctive relief and specific performance, in the event of any breach or 
tllfeatened breach of the confidentiality provisions of this Agreement. Such remedies will not be 
deemed to be the exclusive remedies for a breach of this Agreement, but will be in addition to all 
other remedjes available at law or in equity.

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7.0 	 Liability and Indemnification 

Limitation of Liabilities 

With respect to any claim or suit for damages arising out of mistakes, omissions, defects in 
transmission, interruptions, failures , delays or errors occurring in the course of furnishing any 
service hereunder, the liability of the Party furnishing the affected service, if any, shall not exceed 
an amount equivalent to the proportionate charge to the other Party for the period of that particular 
service during which such mistakes, omissions, defects in transmission, interruptions, failures , 
delays or errors occurs and continues; provided, however, that any such mistakes, omissions, 
defects in transmission, interruptions, failures, delays, or errors which are caused by the gross 
negligence or willful, wrongful act or omission of the complaining Party or which arise from the 
use of tile complaining Party's facilities or equipment shaH not result in the imposition of any 
liability whatsoever upon the other Part)' furnishing service. 

7.2 	 No Consequential Damages 

EXCEPT AS SPECIFICALLY PROVIDED IN THIS AGREEMENT, NEITHER PARTY 
SHALL BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER PARTY FOR ANY INDIRECT, INCIDENTAL, 
CONSEQUENTIAL, RELIANCE, OR SPECIAL DAMAGES SUFFERED BY SUCH 
OTHER PARTY (INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION DAMAGES FOR HARM TO 
BUSINESS, LOST REVENUES, LOST SAVINGS, OR LOST PROFITS SUFFERED BY 
SUCH OTHER PARTy), REGARDLESS OF THE FORM OF ACTION, WHETHER IN 
CONTRACT, WARRANTY, STRlCT LIABILITY, OR TORT, INCLUDING WITHOUT 
LIMITATION NEGLIGENCE OF ANY KIND WHETHER ACTIVE OR PASSIVE, AND 
REGARDLESS OF WHETHER THE PARTIES KNEW OF THE POSSmILITY THAT 
SUCH DAMAGES COULD RESULT. EACH PARTY HEREBY RELEASES THE 
OTHER PARTY (AND SUCH OTHER PARTY'S SUBSIDIARIES AND AFFILIATES, 
AND THEIR RESPECTIVE OFFICERS, DIRECTORS, EMPLOYEES, AND AGENTS) 
FROM ANY SUCH CLAIM. NOTHING CONTAINED IN THIS SECTION WILL LIMIT 
EITHER PARTY'S LIABILITY TO THE OTHER PARTY FOR (i) WILLFUL OR 
INTENTIONAL MISCONDUCT (INCLUDING GROSS NEGLIGENCE) OR (ii) BODILY 
INJURY, DEATH, OR DAMAGE TO TANGmLE REAL OR TANGILBE PERSONAL 
PROPERTY. 

7. 3 	 Obligation to Indemnify 

7.3.1 	 Each Party shall be indemnified and held hannless by the other Party against claims, 
losses , suits, demands, damages, costs, expenses, including reasonable attorneys ' fees 
("Claims"), asserted, suffered, or made by third parties arising from any act or omission 
of the indenutifying Party in connection Witil its performance or non-perfonnance under 
this Agreement, unless such act or omission was caused by the negligence or willful 
misconduct of the indenutified Party. Each Party shall also be indemnified and held 
harmless by the other Party against claims and damages of persons for services furnished 
by the indenutifying Party or by any of its subcontractors, under worker's compensation 
laws or similar statutes. 

7.3.2 	 Each Party agrees to release, defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the other Party from 
any claims, demands or suits that asserts any infringement or invasion of privacy or 
confidentiality of any person or persons caused or claimed to be caused, directly or 
indirectly, by the Indemnifying Party's employees and equipment associated with the 
provision of any service herein. Tllis provision includes but is not limited to suits arising 
from unauthorized disclosure of tile end user's name, address, or telephone number. 

7 .3 .3 When the lines or services of other companies and carriers are used in establishing 
connections to and/or from points not reached by a Party's lines, neither Party shall be 
liable to the other Party for any act or omission of the other companies or carriers.

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7.4 Obligation to Defend; Notice; Cooperation 

Whenever a claim arises for indemnification under this Section (the "Claim"), the relevant 
Inderrmitee, as appropriate, will promptly notify the Indemnifying Party and request the 
Inderrmifying Party to defend the same. Failure to so notify the Indemnifying Party will not 
relieve the Inderrmifying Party of any liability that the Indemnifying Party might have, except to 
the extent that such failure prejudices the Indemnifying Party's rights or ability to defend such 
Claim. The Indemnifying Party will have the right to defend against such Claim in which event 
the Indemnifying Party will give written notice to the Indemnitee of acceptance of the defense of 
such Claim and the identity of counsel selected by the Indemnifying Party. Except as set forth 
below, such notice to the relevant Indemnitee will give the Inderrmifying Party full authority to 
defend, adjust, compromise, or settle such Claim with respect to which such notice has been given, 
except to the extent that any compromise or settlement might prejudice the Intellectual Property 
Rights or other rights of the relevant Indemnities. The Inderrmifying Party will consult with the 
relevant Indemnitee prior to any compromise or settlement that would affect the Intellectual 
Property Rights or other rights of any Indemnitee, and the relevant lnderrmitee will have the right 
to refuse such compromise or settlement and, at such Indemnitee 's sole cost, to take over defense 
of such Claim. Provided, however, that in such event the Indemnifying Party will not be 
responsible for, nor will it be obligated to indemnify the relevant Inderrmitee against any damages, 
costs, expenses, or liabilities, including without limitation, attorneys' fees, in excess of such 
refused compromise or settlement. With respect to any defense accepted by the Indemnifying 
Party, the relevant Indemnitee will be entitled to participate with the Indemnifying Party in such 
defense if the Claim requests equitable relief or other relief (other than monetary damages) that 
could affect the rights of the Indemnitee and also will be entitled to employ separate counsel for 
such defense at such Indemnitee's expense. In the event tile Inderrmifying Party does not accept 
the defense of any indemnified Claim as provided above, tile relevant Indemnitee will have the 
right to employ counsel for such defense at the expense of the Indemnifying Party, and the 
Inderrmifying Party shall be liable for all costs associated with Indemnitee's defense of such Claim 
including court costs, and any settlement or damages awarded a third party. Each Party agrees to 
cooperate and to cause its employees and agents to cooperate with the other Party in tile defense of 
any such Claim. 

Payment of Rates and Late Payment Charges 

8.1 	 Except as otherwise specifically provided elsewhere in this Agreement, the Parties will pay all 
rates and charges due and owing under this Agreement wiiliin tllirty (30) days of the invoice date 
in immediately available funds . The Parties represent and covenant to each other that all invoices 
will be promptly processed and mailed in accordance with tile Parties ' regular procedures and 
billing systems. 

8.1 . I If the payment due date falls on a Sunday or on a Holiday which is observed on a 
Monday, the payment due date shall be the first non-Holiday following such Sunday or 
Holiday. If the payment due date falls on a Saturday or on a Holiday which is observed 
on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday, or Friday, the payment due date shall be the last non­
Holiday preceding such Saturday or Holiday. If payment is not received by the payment 
due date, a late penalty, as set forth in 8.3 below, will be assessed. 

8.2 	 If the amount billed is received by the billing Party after the payment due date or if any portion of 
the payment is received by the billing Party in funds which are not immediately available to the 
billing Party, then a late payment charge will apply to tile unpaid balance. 

Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, the Parties agree interest on overdue 
invoices will apply at the lesser of the highest interest rate (in decimal value) which may be levied 
by law for commercial transactions, compounded daily and applied for each month or portion 
thereof that an outstanding balance remains, or 0.000325 , compounded daily and applied for each 
month or portion thereof that an outstanding balance remains.

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9.0 	 Dispute Resolution 

9. ) 	 Notice of Disputes 

Notice of a valid dispute, whether billing or contractual in narure, must in writing specifically 
documentmg the total dollar amount of the dispute, and a detailed description of the underlying 
dispute (the "Dispute Notice"). 

9.1.l 	 Billing Disputes 

A Party must submit billing disputes within sixty (60) days from the due date. Billing 
disputes will be deemed reasonable and valid only if listed in the ALLTEL FCC Tariff 
No. 1. 

9.).2 	 AU Other Disputes 

All other disputes (i .e., contractual disputes) must be reasonable in nature and within the 
scope of this Agreement. 

9.2 	 Finality of Disputes 

Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, aU Billing Disputes arising from this 
Agreement shall be brought within twenty-four (24) months from the date of the occurrence that 
gave rise to the Billing Dispute. All other disputes shall be governed by the applicable Statute of 
Limitations. 

9.3 	 Alternative to Litigation 

9.3. I 	 The Parties desire to resolve disputes arising out of this Agreement without litigation. 
Accordingly, except for action seeking a temporary restraining order or an injunction 
related to the purposes of this Agreement, or suit to compel compliance with this Dispute 
Resolution process, the Parties agree to use the following Dispute Resolution procedure 
with respect to any controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this Agreement or its 
breach. 

9. 3. 2 Each Party agrees to promptly notify the other Party in writing of a dispute and man in 
the Dispute Notice invoke the informal dispute resolution process described in § 9.4. The 
Parties will endeavor to informally resolve the dispute within ninety (90) days after the 
Date of the Dispute Notice. 

9.4 	 Informal Resolution of Disputes 

In the case of a dispute and upon receipt of the Dispute Notice each Party will appoint a duly 
authorized representative knowledgeable in telecommunications matters, to meet and negotiate in 
good faith to resolve any dispute arising under this Agreement. The location., form, frequency, 
duration., and conclusion of these discussions wiJl be left to the discretion of the representatives. 
Upon agreement, the representatives may, but are not obligated to, utilize other alternative dispute 
resolution procedures such as mediation to assist in the negotiations. Discussions and the 
correspondence among the representatives for purposes of settlement are exempt from discovery 
and production and will not be admissible in the arbitration described below or in any lawsuit 
without the concurrence of both parties. Documents identified in or provided with such 
communications, which are not prepared for purposes of the negotiations, are not so exempted 
and, if otherwise admissible, may be admitted in evidence in the arbitration or lawsuit. Unless 
otherwise provided herein., or upon the Parties' agreement, neither Part)' may invoke formal 
dispute resolution procedures including arbitration or other procedures as appropriate sooner than 
ninety (90) days after the dale of the Dispute Notice, provided the Party invoking the formal 
dispute resolution process has negotiated in good faith with the other Party.

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9.5 Formal Dispute Resolution 

9.5.1 	 The Parties agree that any disputes not resolved pursuant to the informal procedure set 
forth in § 9.4, which involve amolUlts which represent $50,000 or less annually, whether 
measured by the disputing Party in tenns of actual amolUlts owed or owing, or as 
amolUlts representing its business or other risks or obligations relating to the matter in 
dispute, will be submitted to binding arbitration pursuant to the provisions of § 9.7. 
During the first contract year the Parties will annualize the initial months up to one year. 

9.5.2 	 The Parties agree that any disputes not resolved pursuant to the informal procedures set 
forth in § 9.4 which involve amounts which represent more than $50,000 annually, 
whether measured by the disputing Party in tenns of actual amolUlts owed or owing, or as 
amolUlts representing its business or other risks or obligations relating to the matter in 
dispute, then either Party may proceed with any remedy available to it pursuant to law, 
equity or agency mechanisms; provided, that upon mutual agreement of the Parties such 
disputes may also bE submitted to binding arbitration pursuant to § 9.7. During the first 
contract year the Parties will annualize the initial months up to one year. 

9.5.3 	 The Parties agree that all lUldisputed billed amolUlts are to be paid when due, and that 
interest shall apply to all overdue lUldisputed invoices as set forth in the General Tenns 
and Conditions, § 8.0 of this Agreement. The Parties agree that the disputing Party may 
withhold payments of any disputed charges lUltil the Parties resolve the Billing Dispute. 
The Parties further agree that if any Billing Dispute is resolved in favor of the non­
disputing Party, the non-disputing Party shall receive interest applied to the disputed 
amolUlt as set forth in the General Terms and Conditions, §, 8.0 of this Agreement. 

9.6 	 Conflicts 

The Parties agree that the Dispute Resolution procedures set forth in this Agreement are not 
intended to conflict with applicable requirements of the Act or the state Commission with regard 
to procedures for tJle resolution of disputes arising out of tJlis Agreement. 

9.7 	 Arbitration 

9.7.1 	 Any disputes involving amounts which represent $50,000 or less annually, not resolved 
pursuant to the infonnal dispute resolution procedures set forth in § 9.4 within ninety (90) 
days of the Dispute Notice shall be submitted to binding arbitration by a single arbitrator 
pursuant to the Commercial Arbitration Rules of the American Arbitration Association. 
A Party may demand such arbitration in accordance with the procedures set out in those 
rules. Discovery shall be controlled by tJle arbitrator and shall be permitted to the extent 
set out in this Section. Each Party may submit in writing to a Party, and tJlat Party shall 
so respond, to a Inaximum of any combination of thirty-five (35) (none of which may 
have subparts) of the following: interrogatories; demands to produce documents; requests 
for admission. 

9.7.2 	 Additional discovery may be pennitted upon mutual agreement of the Parties. The 
arbitration hearing shall be commenced within ninety (90) days of the demand for 
arbitration. The arbitration shaJ] be held in the state capitol of the state where the 
Interconnection Services are provided. The arbitrator shall control tJle scheduling so as to 
process the matter expeditiously. The Parties shall submit written briefs five days before 
the hearing. The arbitrator shaJ] rule on the dispute by issuing a written opinion within 
thirty (30) days after the close of hearings. The arbitrator shall have no authority to order 
plUlitive or consequential damages. The times specified in this Section may be extended 
upon mutual agreement of tJle Parties or by the arbitrator upon a showing of good cause. 
Judgment upon the award rendered by the arbitrator Inay be entered in any court having 
jurisdiction. 
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9.8 	 Costs 

Each Party shall bear its own costs of these procedures. A Party seeking discovery shall reimburse 
the responding Party for the costs of production of documents (including search time and 
reproduction costs). 

10.0 	 Tel'mination of Service to DPI-Teleconnect 

10.1 	 Failure of DPI-Teleconnect to pay undisputed charges shall be grounds for termination of this 
Agreement. If DPI-Teleconnect fails to pay when due, any undisputed charges billed to DPI­
Teleconnect under this Agreement (Undisputed Unpaid Charges), and any portion of such charges 
remain unpaid more than thirty (30) days after the due date of such Undisputed Unpaid Charges, 
ALL TEL will notify DPI -Teleconnect in writing that in order to avoid having service 
disconnected, DPI-Teleconnect must remit all Undisputed Unpaid Charges to ALL TEL within 
thirty (30) days after receipt of said notice (the "Termination Notice"). Disputes hereunder will be 
resolved in accordance with the Dispute Resolution Procedures set out in § 9.0 of this Agreement. 

10.2 	 If any DPI-Teleconnect Undisputed Unpaid Charges remain unpaid at the conclusion of the time 
period as set forth in § 10.1 above (60 days from the due date of such Undisputed Unpaid 
Charges), ALL TEL will notify DPI-Teleconnect, the appropriate commission(s) in writing, that 
unless all Undisputed Unpaid Charges are paid within thirty (30) days, DPI-Teleconnect's service 
will be disconnected and DPI-Teleconnect's end users may be switched to ALLTEL local service 
and ALL TEL will suspend order acceptance. 

103 	 If any DPI-Teleconnect Undisputed Unpaid Charges remain outstanding past the due date of the 
Undisputed Unpaid Charges as described in § 10.2 above, DPI-Teleconnect will, at its sole 
expense, notify its end users, the Commission and the end user's of Record that their service may 
be disconnected for DPI-Teleconnect's failure to pay Undisputed Unpaid Charges, and that its end 
users must select a new local service provider within thirty (30) calendar days. The notice will 
also advise the end user that ALL TEL will assume the end user's account at the end of the thirty 
(30) calendar day period should the end user fail to select a new local service provider. 

10.4 	 If any DPI-Teleconnect Undisputed Unpaid Charges remain outstanding 120 days past the due 
date, ALLTEL will disconnect DPI-Teleconnect and may transfer all DPI-Teleconnect's end users 
that have not selected another local service provider directly to ALLTEL's service. These end 
users will receive the same services provided through DPI-Teleconnect at the time of transfer. 
ALL TEL will infonn the Commission and the end user's IXC(s) of Record of the names of all end 
users transferred through this process. Applicable service establishment charges for switching end 
users from DPI-TelecorUlect to ALL TEL will be assessed to DPI-Teleconnect. 

10.5 	 Within five (5) calendar days of the transfer (120 days past DPI-Teleconnect's due date), 
ALLTEL will notify all affected end users that because of a DPI-Teleconnect's failure to pay 
Undisputed Unpaid Charges, their service is now being provided by ALL TEL. ALL TEL will also 
notify the end user that they have thirty (30) calendar days to select a new local service provider, 
If the end user does not select a new local service provider within 30 calendar days the customer 
will remain an ALL TEL local customer. 

10.6 	 ALLTEL may discontinue service to DPI-Teleconnect upon failure to pay Undisputed Unpaid 
Charges as provided in this Section, and will have no liability to DPI-Teleconnect in the event of 
such disconnection. Provided, however, ALL TEL wiU not discontinue any service or tenninate 
this Agreement for DPI-Teleconnect's failure to pay Undisputed Unpaid Charges, unJess DPI­
Teleconnect fails to pay such Undisputed Unpaid Charges as described above. 

10.7 	 After disconnect procedures have begun, ALLTEL will not accept service orders from DPl­
Teleconnect until all Undisputed Unpaid Charges are paid in full, in immediately available funds. 
ALL TEL will have the right to require a deposit equal to two month's charges (based on the 
highest previous month of service from ALL TEL) prior to resuming service to DPI -Teleconnect 
after disconnect for nonpayment. 
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10.8 Beyond the specifically set out limitations in this Section, nothing herein will be interpreted to 
oblIgate ALL TEL to continue to provide service to any such end users or to limit any and all 
disconnectIOn nghts ALL TEL may have with regard to such end users. 

11.0 	 Notices 

11.1 	 Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, all notices, consents, approvals, 
modificatIOns, or other communications to be given under the tenns of this Agreement shall be in 
writing and sent postage prepaid by registered mail return receipt requested . Notice may also be 
effected by personal delivery or by overnight courier.

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32.2 	 The review will consist of an examination and verification of data involving records, systems, 
procedures and other infonnation related to the services performed by either Party as related to 
settlement charges or payments made in connection with this Agreement as detennined by either 
Party to be reasonably required . Each Party shall maintain reasonable records for a minimum of 
twenty-four (24) months and provide the other Party with reasonable access to such information as 
is necessary to determine amounts receivable or payable under thjs Agreement.

32.4 	 Each Party will cooperate fully in any such audit, providing reasonable access to any and all 
appropriate employees and books, records and other documents reasonably necessary to assess the 
accuracy of the Party's bills. 

32.5 	 Verification reviews will be limited in frequency to once per twelve (12) month period, with 
provision for staged reviews, as mutually agreed, so that all subject matters are not required to be 
reviewed at the same time. Verification reviews will be scheduled subject to the reasonable 
requirements and limitations of the audited Party and will be conducted in a manner that will not 
interfere with the audited Party 's business operations. 

32.6 	 The Party requesting a verification review shall fully bear its costs associated with conducting a 
review. The Party being reviewed will provide access to required information, as outlined in this 
Section, at no charge to the reviewing Party. Should the reviewing Party request infonnation or 
assistance beyond that reasonably required to conduct such a review, the Party being reviewed 
may, at its option, decline to comply with such request or may bill actual costs incurred in 
complying subsequent to tile concurrence of the reviewing Party. 

32.7 	 For purposes of conducting an audit pursuant to this Agreement, the Parties may employ other 
persons or fums for this purpose (so long as said Parties are bound by this Agreement). The 
Parties will bear their own reasonable expenses associated with tltis inspection. Subsequent audits 
will be scheduled when and if cause is shown. 

32.8 	 Information obtained or received by a party in conducting tile inspections described in § 32.0 shall 
be subject to the confidentiality provisions of § 6.0 of this Agreement. 

33.0 	 Complete Terms 

33.1 	 This Agreement sets forth the entire understanding and supersedes all prior agreements between 
tile Parties relating to the subject matter contained herein and merges all prior discussions between 
them, and neither Party shall be bound by any definition, condition, provision, representation, 
warranty, covenant or promise other than as expressly stated in tltis Agreement or as is 
contemporaneously or subsequently set forth in writing and executed by a duly authorized officer 
or representative of the Party to be bound thereby. 

34.0 	 Cooperation on Preventing End User Fraud 

34.1 	 The Parties agree to cooperate with one another to investigate, I11Ullmlze, and take corrective 
action in cases of fraud. The Parties' fraud minimization procedures are to be cost-effective and 
implemented so as not to unduly burden or hann one Party as compared to the other. 
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34 .2 In cases of suspected frauduJent activity by an end user, at a minimu.rn, the cooperation referenced 
in the above paragraph will include providing to the other Party, upon request, information 
concerning end users who terminate services to that Party without paying all outstanding charges. 
The Party seeking such information is responsible for securing the end user's penniss ion to obtain 
such information. 

3S.0 Notice of Network Changes 

3S.I The Parties agree to comply with §§ SI.32S through SI.335 of Title 47 of the Code of Federal 
Regulations as may be amended from time to time regarding notifications, network changes, 
upgrades, and/or modifications. 

3S .2 Nothing in this Agreement is not intended to limit either Party ' s ability to upgrade or modify its 
network, including without limitation, the incorporation of new equipment, new software or 
otherwise so long as such upgrades are not inconsistent with the Parties ' obligations under the 
terms of this Agreement. 

36 .0 Resel"Ved for Future Use 

37.0 Responsibility of Each Party 

37.1 Each Party is an independent contractor, and has and hereby retains the right to exercise full 
control of and supervision over its own performance of its obligations under this Agreement and 
retains full control over the employment, direction, compensation and discharge of its employees 
assisting in the perfonnance of such obligations. Each Party will be solely responsible for all 
matters relating to payment of such employees, including compliance with social security taxes, 
withholding taxes and all other regulations governing such matters. Each Party will be solely 
responsible for proper handling, storage, transport and disposal at its own expense of all (i) 
substances or materials that it or its contractors or agents bring to, create or assume control over at 
work locations or, (ii) waste resulting therefrom or otherwise generated in connection with its or 
its contractors' or agents' activities at the work locations. Subject to the limitations on liability and 
except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, each Party will be responsible for (i) its own acts 
and perfonnance of all obligations imposed by applicable law in connection with its activities, 
legal status and property, real or personal and, (ii) the acts of its own affiliates, employees, agents 
and contractors during the performance of the Party's obligations hereunder. 

38.0 Reserved for Future Use 

39.0 Governmental Compliance 

39.1 The Parties agree that each will comply at its own expense with all applicable laws that relate to its 
obligations under or activities in connection with this Agreement. 

39.2 The Parties agree to indemnify, defend, (at the other Party's request) and save harmless the other 
Party, each of its officers, directors and employees from and against any losses, damages, claims, 
demands, suits, liabilities, fines , penalties, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees) that 
arise out of or result from i) its failure or the failure of its contractors or agents to so comply or ii) 
any activity, duty or status of it or its contractors or agents that triggers any legal obligation to 
investigate or remediate environmental contamination. 

40. 0 Responsibility for Environmental Contamination 

40 .1 DPI-Teleconnect will in no event be liable to ALLTEL for any costs whatsoever resulting from 
the presence or release of any environmental hazard that DPI-Teleconnect did not introduce to the 
affected work location. ALLTEL will indemnify, defend (at DPI-Teleconnect's request) and hold 
harmless DPI-Teleconnect, each of its officers, directors and employees from and against any 
losses, damages, claims, demands, suits, liabilities, fines, penalties and expenses (including 
reasonable attorneys' fees) that arise out of or result from (i) any environmental hazard that 
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ALL TEL, its contractors or agents introduce to the work locations or (ii) the presence or release of 
any environmental hazard for which ALL TEL is responsible under applicable law. 

40.2 	 ALL TEL will in no event be liable to DPI-Teleconnect for any costs whatsoever resulting from 
the presence or release of any environmental hazard that ALL TEL did not introduce to the 
affected work location. DPI-Teleconnect will indemnifY, defend (at ALL TEL's request) and hold 
harmless ALL TEL, each of its officers, directors and employees from and against any losses, 
damages, claims, demands, suits, liabilities, fines, penalties and expenses (including reasonable 
attorneys' fees) that arise out of or result from i) any environmental hazard that DPI-Teleconnect, 
its contractors or agents introduce to the work locations or ii) the presence or release of any 
environmentaJ hazard for which DPI-Teleconnect is responsible under applicable law. 

41.0 	 Subcontracting 

41.1 	 If a Party through a subcontractor performs any obligation under this Agreement, such Party will 
remain fully responsible for the perfonnance of this Agreement in accordance with its terms, 
including any obligations either Party performs through subcontractors, and each Party will be 
solely responsible for payments due the Party's subcontractors. No contract, subcontract or other 
Agreement entered into by either Party with any third party in connection with the provision of 
services hereunder will provide for any indemnity, guarantee or assumption of liability by, or 
other obligation of, the other Party to this Agreement with respect to such arrangement, except as 
consented to in writing by the other Party. No subcontractor will be deemed a third party 
beneficiary for any purposes under this Agreement. Any subcontractor who gains access to 
Confidential lnfonnation covered by this Agreement will be required by the subcontracting Party 
to protect such Confidential Infonnation to the same extent the subcontracting Party is required to 
protect the same under the ternlS of this Agreement. 

42.0 	 Referenced Documents 

42.1 	 Whenever any provision of this Agreement refers to a technical reference, technical publication, 
any publication of telecommunications industry administrative or technical standards, or any other

reference in such a technical reference, technical publication, or publication of industry standards. 
However, if such reference material is substantially altered in a more recent version to 
significantly change tlle obligations of DPI-Teleconnect as of the effective date of this Agreement 
and tlle Parties are not in agreement concerning such modifications, the Parties agree to negotiate 
in good faith to determine how such changes will impact performance of tlle Parties under tllls 
Agreement, if at all.

1.2 	 The applicable rules, regulations and rates in the ALL TEL Local Exchange Tariff shall be 
applicable to Resale Services and to the extent of conflict herewith this Agreement shall control . 

1.3 	 DPI-Teleconnect will be the customer of record for all services purchased from ALLTEL, 
pursuant to this Agreement. Except as specified herein, ALLTEL will take service orders from , 
bill and collect payment from DPI-Teleconnect for all services purchased pursuant to this 
Agreement. 

1.4 	 DPI-Teleconnect will be ALLTEL's single point of contact for all services purchased pursuant to 
this Agreement. 

1.5 	 DPI-Teleconnect may resell ALLTEL services only within the ALLTEL local service area as 
specified in the appropriate ALL TEL tariff. 

1.6 	 Except where otherwise explicitly provided in the ALL TEL Local Exchange Tariff, DPI­
Teleconnect shall not permit the sharing of a service by multiple end users or tile aggregation of 
traffic from multiple end users onto a single service.

2.2 	 ALLTEL shall attempt to implement DPI-Teleconnect service orders within the same time 
intervals that ALL TEL uses to implement service orders for similar services for its own end users. 

2.3 	 The appropriate ALL TEL trouble reporting centers shall accept DPI-Teleconnect trouble reports 
with respect to DPI-Teleconnect end users services 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. DPI­
Teleconnect will be assigned a customer contact center when initial service agreements are made.

Teleconnect will provide ALL TEL with the necessary documentation to enable ALL TEL to 
establish a master account for DPI-Teleconnect Such documentation shall include but is not 
limited to, the Application for Master Account, proof of authority to provide telecom~unications 
services, an Operating Company Number ("OCN") assigned by the National Exchange Carriers 
Association ("NECA"), and a tax exemption certificate, if applicable. When necessary deposit 
reqUirements are met, ALL TEL will begin k1king orders from DPI-Teleconnect for Resale 
Services. 

3.2 	 Service orders will be in the format designated by ALLTEL 

3.3 	 When ALL TEL receives notification from DPI-Teleconnect that a current ALL TEL customer will 
be subscribing to DPI-Teleconnect's services, standard service order intervals for the appropriate 
class of service will apply. 

3.4 	 Except as required by applicable laws or ruJes, ALL TEL will not require end user confinnation 
prior to establishing service for DPI-Teleconnect's end user customers. DPI-Teleconnect must, 
however, be able to demonstrate end user authorization upon request. 

3.5 	 DPI-Teleconnect will be the single point of contact with ALL TEL for all subsequent ordering 
activity resulting in additions or changes to Resale Services, except that ALL TEL will accept a 
request directly from the end user for conversion of the end user's service from DPI-Teleconnect 
to ALL TEL, or will accept a request from another local service provider for conversion of the end 
user's service from DPI-Teleconnect to the other local service provider. 

3.6 	 ALLTEL will provide DPI-Teleconnect at their request per customer, blocking of calls (e.g., toll, 
900, international calls, and third party or collect calls) by line or trunk on an individual switching 
element basis, to the extent that ALL TEL provides such blocking capabilities to its customers and 
to the extent required by law. 

3.7 	 When ordering ResaJe Services via a service order, DPI-Teleconnect may where available, order 
from ALL TEL separate InterLAT A and IntraLAT A service providers (i.e., two PICs) on a line or 
trunk basis where IntraLAT A presubscription has been introduced. ALL TEL will accept PIC 
change orders for IntraLA T A toll and long distance services tluough the ALL TEL service 
provisioning process. 

3.8 	 ALL TEL will provide order format specifications to DPI-Teleconnect with respect to all services, 
features, and functions available and with respect to ancillary data required by ALL TEL to 
provision these services. 

3.9 	 ALLTEL, at its discretion may require DPI-Teleconnect to provide ALLTEL a security deposit to 
ensure payment of DPI -Teleconnect' s account. 

3.9.1 	 Such security deposit shall be an irrevocable Letter of Credit, bond cash deposit or other 
form of security acceptable to ALLTEL Any such security deposit may be held during 
the continuance of the service as security for the payment of any and all amounts 
accruing for the service. 

3.9.2 	 If a security deposit is required, such security deposit shall be made prior to the activation 
of service. 

3.9.3 	 The fact tllat a security deposit has been provided in no way relieves DPI-Teleconnect 
from complying with ALL TEL's regulations as to advance payments and the prompt 
payment of bills on presentation nor does it constitute a waiver or modification of the 
regular practices of ALL TEL providing for the discontinuance of sen/ice for non­
payment of any sums due ALL TEL 
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3.9.4 ALL TEL reserves tlle right to increase t11e security deposit requirements when, in its sole 
Judgment, ~Ircumstances so warrant and/or gross monthly billing has increased beyond 
t11e level Initially used to determine tlle security deposit. 

3.9.5 In tlle event t11at DPI-Teleconnect is in breach of tltis Agreement, service to DPI­
Teleconnect may be terminated by ALL TEL, any security deposits applied to its account 
and ALL TEL may pursue any other remedies available at law or equity. 

3.9.6 	 In t11e case of a cash deposit, interest at a rate as set fort11 in the appropriate ALL TEL 
tariff shall be paid to DPI-Teleconnect during t11e possession of the security deposit by 
ALL TEL. Interest on a security deposit shall accrue annually and, if requested, shall be 
annually credited to DPI-Teleconnect by the accrual date. 

4.0 	 Maintenance of Services 

4. I 	 ALLTEL's facilities and equipment provided by ALLTEL shall be maintained by ALLTEL. 

4.2 	 ALL TEL will attempt to provide maintenance for all Resale Services ordered under t11is 
Agreement at levels equal to t11e maintenance provided by ALL TEL in serving its end user 
customers. ALL TEL technicians will attempt to provide repair service on Resale Services t11at is 
at least equal in quality to that provided to ALL TEL customers; trouble calls from DPI­
Teleconnect will receive response time and priorities that are at least equal to t11at of ALL TEL 
customers. 

4.3 	 DPI-Teleconnect or its end users may not rearrange, move, disconnect, remove or attempt to repair 
any facilities owned by ALL TEL, otller t11an by connection or disconnection to any interface 
means used, without t11e written consent of ALL TEL. 

4.4 	 DPI-Teleconnect shall promptly notify ALL TEL of any situations that arise that may result in a 
service problem. 

4.5 	 DPI-Teleconnect will be ALLTEL ' s single point of contact for all repair calls on behalf of DPI­
Teleconnect 's end users with respect to Resale Services. All nlisdirected repair calls to ALL TEL 
from DPI-Teleconnect customers will be given a recording (or live statement) directing t11em to 
call t11e nUlllber designated by DPI-Teleconnect.. DPI-Teleconnect on a reciprocal basis will refer 
all misdirected repair calls t11at DPI -Teleconnect receives for ALL TEL customers to ALL TEL 

4.6 	 DPI-Teleconnect will contact t11e appropriate ALLTEL repair center in accordance witll 
procedures established by ALL TEL. DPI-Teleconnect will refer repair calls to ALLTEL by 
telephone. ALLTEL will attempt to answer its telephone and begin taking infonnation from DPI­
Teleconnect at the same level of service as provided to ALL TEL's customers. 

4.7 	 For all repair requests, DPI-Teleconnect shall adhere to ALLTEL's prescreening guidelines prior 
to referring t11e trouble to ALL TEL. 

4.8 	 For purposes of t11is Section, Resale Services is considered restored or a trouble resolved when t11e 
quality of Resale Services is equal to that provided before t11e outage or the trouble occurred. 

4.9 	 ALL TEL will bill DPI-Teleconnect for handling troubles t11at are found not to be in ALLTEL' s 
network pursuant to its standard time and material charges. The standard time and material 
charges will be no more t11an what ALL TEL charges to its retail customers for the same services. 

4.10 	 ALL TEL will provide DPI-Teleconnect witll written escalation procedures for maintenance 
resolution to be followed if, in DPI-Teleconnect's judgment, any individual trouble ticket or 
tickets are not resolved in a timely manner. The escalation procedures to be provided tllereunder 
shall include names and telephone nUlllbers of ALL TEL management personnel who are 
responsible for maintenance issues. 

4.11 	 ALLTEL Maintenance of Service Charges, when applicable, will be billed by ALL TEL to DPI­
Teleconnect, and not to DPI-Teleconnect's end-user customers. 

DPI-Teleconnect, L.L.c. 
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4.12 Dispatching of ALL TEL technicians to DPI-TelecoIUlect Customer premises shall be 
accomplished by ALL TEL pursuant to a request received from DPI-TelecoIUlect. 

When an ALL TEL employee VISitS the premises of a DPI-Teleconnect local customer, the 
ALL TEL employee will inform the customer or occupant, directly or indirectly, that he or she is 
there acting on behalf of "their local service provider" . Materials left at the customer premises 
(e.g., a door hanger notifying the customer of the service visit) must also inform tlle customer that 
ALL TEL was on their premises acting on behalf of "their local service provider". 

4.14 	 If trouble cannot be cleared without access to DPI-Teleconnect local customer's premises and the 
customer is not at home, tlle ALLTEL teclmician will leave at the customer 's premises a non­
branded "no access" card requesting the customer to call "tileir local service provider" for 
rescheduling of repair. 

4.15 ALLTEL reserves the right, but is not required, to contact DPI-TelecoIUlect's customers for any 
lawful purpose. 

4.16 	 ALL TEL will perform testing (including trouble shooting to isolate any problems) of Resale 
Services purchased by DPI-Teleconnect in order to identify any new circuit failure performance 
problems. 

Discontinuance of Service 

5.1 	 End User Disconnect Procedures 

5. 1.1 At the request of DPI-TelecoIUlect, ALL TEL will discoIUlect a DPI-Teleconnect end user 
customer. 

5.1.2 All requests by DPI-Teleconnect for denial or disconnection of an end user for 
nonpayment must be provided to ALL TEL in writing in tile manner and format 
prescribed by ALL TEL. 

5. 1.3 DPI-Teleconnect will be solely responsible for notifying the end user of the proposed 
disconnection of service. 

5. 1.4 Upon restoration of tile end user ' s service, restoral charges will apply and will be the 
responsibility of DPI-TelecoIUlect. 

5.1.5 ALLTEL will continue to process calls made to ALLTEL for annoyance calls and will 
advise DPI-Teleconnect when it is determined that annoyance calls are originated from 
one of their end user's locations. ALL TEL shall be indemnified, defended and held 
harmless by DPI-Teleconnect against any claim, loss or damage arising from providing 
this information to DPI-TelecoIUlect. It is the responsibility of DPI-Teleconnect to take 
the corrective action necessary wiili its customers who make armoying calls. Failure to 
do so will result in ALL TEL's discoIUlecting the end user's service. 

5.2 	 DPI-Teleconnect Disconnect Procedures 

5.2 .1 	 ALLTEL reserves the right to suspend or terminate service for nonpayment or in the 
event of prohibited, unlawful or improper use of facilities or service, abuse of facilities , 
or any oilier violation or noncompliance by DPI-TelecoIUlect of the rules and regulations 
of the ALL TEL Local Exchange Tariff. 

5.2.2 	 Disputes hereunder shall be resolved in accordance wiili ilie procedures identifted in the 
General Terms and Conditions, § 9.0 Dispute Resolution. Failure of DPI-TelecoIUlect to 
pay charges owed to ALL TEL shall be grounds for termination under tills Agreement. 

5.2.3 	 If payment is not received twenty (20) days from the next bill date (i .e. same date in the 
following month as the bill date), ALL TEL may provide written notice to DPI­
Teleconnect, iliat additional applications for service will be refused, and that any pending 
orders for service will not be completed if payment is not received by the fifteenili (15 tl\) 

DPI-Teleconnect, L.L.C. 
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day following the date of the notice. If ALL TEL does not refuse additional applications 
for selVlce on the date specified in the notice, and DPI-Teleconnect's noncompliance 
continues, nothing contained herein shall preclude ALL TEL's right to refuse additional 
applications for selVice without further notice. 

5.2.4 	 If payment is not received, and arrangements are not made by the bill date in the second 
consecutive month, DPI-Teleconnect's account shall be considered in default, and will be 
subject to denial or disconnection, or both. 

5.2.5 	 If DPI-Teleconnect fails to comply with the provisions of this Agreement, including any 
payments to be made by the dates and times herein specified, ALL TEL may, on thirty 
(30) days written notice to DPI-Teleconnect's designated representative discontinue the 
provision of existing services to DPI-Teleconnect at any time thereafter. In the case of 
such discontinuance, all billed charges, as well as applicable termination charges, shall 
become due. If ALL TEL does not discontinue the provision of the selVices involved on 
the date specified in the thirty (30) days notice, and DPI-Teleconnect's noncompliance 
continues, nothing contained herein shall preclude ALL TEL's right to discontinue the 
provisions of the services to DPI-Teleconnect without further notice. 

5.2.6 	 If payment is not received or anangements, acceptable to ALL TEL, made for payment by 
the date given in the written notification, ALLTEL shall have the right to disconnect DPI­
Teleconnect. ALLTEL reselVes the right to advise DPI-Teleconnect's end users of DPI­
Teleconnect's default after the date given in the notification for disconnection. 

5.2.7 	 After disconnect procedures have begun, ALLTEL shall not accept selVice orders from 
DPI-Teleconnect until all unpaid charges are paid in full in immediately available funds. 
ALL TEL shall have the right to require a deposit equal to two month's charges (based on 
the highest previous month of selVice from ALL TEL) prior to resuming selVice to DPI­
Teleconnect after disconnect for nonpayment has occuned. 

6.0 	 Billing and Payments 

6.1 	 Pursuant to this Agreement, ALLTEL shall bill DPI-Teleconnect those charges which DPI­
Teleconnect incurs as a result of DPI-Teleconnect purchasing Resale SelVices from ALLTEL. 

6.2 	 ALLTEL shall provide DPI-Teleconnect a monthly bill including all charges incuned by and 
credits and/or adjustments due to DPI-Teleconnect for the Resale SelVices ordered, established, 
utilized, discontinued or performed pursuant to this Agreement. Each bill provided by ALL TEL 
to DPI-Teleconnect will include: 

6.2.1 	 all non-usage sensitive charges incuned for the period beginning with the day after the 
cunent bill date and extending to, and including, the next bill date; 

6.2.2 	 any known unbilled non-usage sensitive charges for prior periods; 

6.2 .3 	 unbilled usage sensitive charges for the period beginning with the last bill date and 
extending up to, but not including, the cunent bill date; and 

6.2.4 	 any known unbilled usage sensitive charges for prior periods. ALL TEL will also bill all 
charges, including but not limited to 911 and E911 charges, telecommunications relay 
charges, and franchise fees, to DPI-Teleconnect. 

6.3 	 Any switched access charges associated with interexchange carrier access to the resold local 
exchange lines will be billed by, and due ALL TEL from the Interexchange Carrier. 

6.4 	 All end user common line (EUCL) charges, subscriber line charges (SLC), or other similar charges 
will continue to apply for each local exchange line resold under this Agreement. All applicab1e 
federal and state rules, tariffs and reguJations associated with such charges shaH be applicable, as 
may be amended from time to time. 

DPI-Teleconnect, L.L.c. 
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6.5 Each Party will provide the other Party at no charge a contact person for the handling of any 
Resale Billing questions or problems. 

6.6 	 ALLTEL will render bills each month on established bill days for each of DPI-Teleconnect 's 
accounts. 

6.7 	 If DPI-Teleconnect requests an additional copy(ies) of a bill, DPI-Teleconnect will pay ALL TEL a 
reasonable fee per additionaJ bill copy, unless such copy(ies) was requested due to errors, 
omissions, or corrections, or the failure of the original transmission to comply with the 
specifications set forth in this Agreement. 

6.8 	 Payment of all charges will be the responsibility of DPI-Teleconnect. DPI-Teleconnect shall make 
payment to ALL TEL for all Resale Services billed. ALL TEL is not responsible for payments not 
received by DPI-Teleconnect from DPI-Teleconnect's customer. ALL TEL will not become 
involved in billing disputes that arise between DPI-Teleconnect and its customer. Payments made 
to ALL TEL as payment on account will be credited to an accounts receivable master account and 
not to an end user's account. 

6.9 	 The payment will be due 20 days from the next bill date (i.e., same date in the following month as 
the bill date) and is payable in immediately available funds. Payment is considered to have been 
made when received by ALL TEL. 

7.0 	 Customer Usage Data 

7.1 	 Usage Data with respect to end users will be provided by ALLTEL to DPI-Teleconnect when the 
end user has been transferred to DPI-Teleconnect, and DPI-Teleconnect purchases Resale Services 
from ALL TEL. 

7.2 	 ALL TEL will provide usage data for DPI-Teleconnect customers using ALL TEL-provided Resale 
Services. Usage Data includes, but is not limited to, the following categories of information: 

7.2.1 	 All record types that are currently processed for ALL TEL customers. 

7.2.2 	 Use of CLASS/ Custom Features; 

7.2.3 	 Station level detail for ALL TEL - provided CENTREX families of services; and 

7.2.4 	 Complete caB detail and complete timing information for Resale Services; 

7.3 	 ALL TEL will provide Usage Data for completed calls only for service offerings that ALL TEL 
records for itself (e.g. , Local Measured Services) and recordings performed on the behalf of 
ALL TEL for operator services and directory assistance. 

7.4 	 ALL TEL will provide Usage Data to DPI-Teleconnect only for DPI-Teleconnect Customers. 
ALLTEL will not submit other carriers' local usage data as part of the DPI-Teleconnect Usage 
Data. 

7.5 	 ALLTEL will provide Usage Data in EMI format. 

7.6 	 ALL TEL will include the Working Telephone Number (WTN) of tlle call originator on each EM! 
call record. 

7.7 	 End user customer usage records and station level detail records will be in packs in accordance 
with EMI guidelines. 

7.8 	 ALLTEL will transmit formatted Usage Data to DPI-Teleconnect via CONNECT: Direct or as 
otherwise agreed to by the Parties. DPI-Teleconnect is responsible for the connection. 

DPI-Teleconnect and ALLTEL will test and certify the CONNECT: Direct interface to ensure tlle 
accurate transmission of Usage Data. DPI-Teleconnect will pay to ALL TEL a per message charge 
for ALLTEL's transmission of usage data to DPI-Teleconnect. 

DPI-Teleconnect. L.L.c. 
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7.10 	 ALLTEL will provide Usage Data to DPI-Te!econnect-daily (Monday through Friday) on a daily 
on a time schedule to be determined by tJle Parties. By mutual agreement of both Parties, this 
schedule can be amended with 30 days written notice. 

7.11 	 ALL TEL will establish a single point of contact to respond to DPI-Teleconnect call usage, data 
error, and record transmission inquiries. 

7.12 	 ALLTEL will bill and DPI-Teleconnect will pay the applicable charges for Usage Data set forth in 
tJlis Agreement. Billing and payment will be in accordance with the applicable terms and 
conditions set forth in this Agreement.

1.0 	 Introduction 

1.1 	 ALL TEL obtains the publication of White Pages directories (ALLTEL White Pages) for 
geographic areas in wh.ich DPI-TelecOlmect may also provide local exchange telephone service, 
and DPI-Teleconnect wishes to include listings infonnation for its customers in the appropriate 
ALLTEL White Pages directories. 

1.2 	 ALLTEL will include DPI-Teleconnect's customer listings in the appropriate ALLTEL White 
Pages directory in accordance with § 2.0 Resale and § 3.0 Other, as specified in this Attachment. 
The Parties agree that § 2.0 Resale shall be applicable to customers which DPI-Teleconnect serves 
through a Resale Agreement, and § 3.0 Other relates to all other customers served by DPI­
Teleconnect. 

1.3 	 Any references in this Attachment to ALL TEL procedures, practices, requirements, or words of 
similar meaning, shall also be construed to include those of ALLTEL's contractors that produce 
directories on its behalf. 

2.0 	 Service Provided - Resale 

2.1 	 ALL TEL will include in appropriate White Pages directories the primary alphabetical listings of 
all DPI-Teleconnect customers (other than non-published or non-list Customers) located within 
the local directory area. 

2.2 	 DPI-Teleconnect will furnish to ALLTEL subscriber listing information pertammg to DPI­
Teleconnect customers located within the ALLTEL local directory area, along with such 
additional infonnation as ALL TEL may require to prepare and print the alphabetical listings of 
said directory. 

2.3 	 ALLTEL will include the listing information for DPI-Teleconnect's customers for Resale Services 
in ALLTEL's White Pages directory data base in the same manner as it includes listing 
information for ALL TEL's end user customers. 

2.4 	 ALLTEL will provide DPI-Teleconnect with format requirements and procedures for submitting 
directory listings and directory updates. 

2.5 	 DPI-Teleconnect may purchase Enhanced White Pages listings for residential customers on a per 
listing basis, and will pay ALL TEL amounts attributable to such Enhanced Listings used by its 
customers. 

2.6 DPI-Teleconnect's subscriber listings will be inter-filed (interspersed) with ALLTEL's and other 
local service provider's subscriber listings in tile White Pages directory with no discernible 
differentiation in the listings to indicate to the reader that tile listings are served by another local 
service provider. 

2.7 	 ALLTEL will deliver White Pages directories to DPI-Teleconnect customers. The timing of such 
delivery and the determination of which White Pages directories will be delivered (by customer 
address, NPNNXX or other criteria), and the number of White Pages directories to be provided 
per customer, will be on the same terms that ALL TEL delivers White Pages directories to its own 
end users. 

2.8 	 ALLTEL will distribute any subsequent directories in accordance with the same practices and 
procedures used by ALLTEL

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At its op.tion, DPI~Teleconnect may purchase information pages (Customer Guide Pages) in the 
Informat.JOnal sectIOn of the ALL TEL White Pages directory covering the geographic area(s) it is 
servlflg. These pages will be in alphabetical order with other local service providers and will be 
n~ different in style, size, color and format than ALL TEL information pages. Sixty (60) days 
pnor to the dlrect.ory close date, DPI-Teleconnect will provide to ALL TEL the information 
page(s) in camera ready format. ALL TEL will have the right t.o approve or reject the format and 
content of such information page(s) and, with DPI-Teleconnect's agreement, ALL TEL may, but is 
not required to, revise the format. and content of such information page(s). 

2.10 ALL TEL will include DPI-Teleconnect specific informat.ion (i.e., business offtce, residence office, 
repair bureau, etc.) in the White Pages directory on an "index-type" information page, in 
alphabetical order along with other local service providers, at no charge. The space available to 

1/8tl1DPI-Teleconnect on such page will be page in size. In order to have such infonnation 
published, DPI-Teleconnect will provide ALL TEL, sixty (60) days prior to the directory close 
date, with its logo and informat.ion in the form of a camera ready copy, sized at 1/8t11 of a page. 
DPI-Teleconnect will be limited to a maximum of 1/8!h of a page in any single edition of an 
ALL TEL White Pages directory. 

2. j I The Parties shall cooperate so that Yellow Page advertisements purchased by customers who 
switch to DPI-Teleconnect as their local service provider (including customers utilizing DPI­
Teleconnect-assigned telephone numbers and DPI-Teleconnect customers utilizing LNP) are 
provided in accordance with standard ALL TEL practices. Yellow Page services will be offered to 
DPI-Teleconnect's customers on the same basis that they are offered to ALLTEL's customers. 
Such services will be provided through ALL TEL's yellow pages affiliate, its agent or assignee. 

3.0 	 Service Provided - Other 

3.1 	 ALL TEL will include in appropriate White Pages directories the primary alphabetical listings of 
all DPI-Teleconnect end users located within the local directory scope. 

3.2 	 DPI-Teleconnect will furnish to ALLTEL subscriber listing infonnation pertaining to DPI­
Teleconnect end users located within the local directory scope, along with such additional 
information as ALL TEL may require to prepare and print the alphabetical listings of said 
directory. 

3.3 	 DPI-Teleconnect will provide its subscriber listing information to ALLTEL, in a manner and 
format prescribed by ALL TEL, via FAX 

3.4 	 ALL TEL will deliver White Pages directories to DPI-Teleconnect customers The timing of 
delivery and the determination of which White Pages directories will be delivered (by customer 
address, NPNNXX or other criteria), and the number of White Pages directories to be provided 
per customer, will be provided under the same terms that ALL TEL delivers White Pages 
directories to its own end users. 

3.5 	 ALL TEL will distribute any subsequent directories in accordance with the same practices and 
procedures used by ALL TEL. 

3.6 	 At its option, DPI-Teleconnect may purchase information pages (Customer Guide Pages) in the 
informational section of the ALL TEL White Pages directory covering the geograph.ic area(s) it is 
serving. These pages will be in alphabetical order with other local service providers and will be 
no different in style, size, color and format than ALL TEL information pages. Sixty (60) days 
prior to the directory close date, DPI-Teleconnect will provide to ALL TEL the information 
page(s) in camera ready format. ALLTEL will have the right to approve or reject the format and 
content of such information page(s) , and, with DPI-Teleconnect'$ agreement, ALL TEL may, but 
is not required to, revise the format and content of such information page(s). 

3.7 	 ALLTEL will include DPI-Teleconnect specific information (i.e., business office, residence office, 
repair bureau, etc.) in the White Pages directory on an "index-type" information page, in 
alphabetical order along with other local service providers, at no charge. The space available to 
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DPI-Telecolmect on such page will be I/Su, page ill size. In order to have such information 
published, DPI-Telecolmect will provide ALL TEL with its logo and information in the form of a 
camera ready copy, sized at l/S th of a page.

3. S The Parties shall cooperate so that Yellow Page advertisements purchased by customers who 
switch to DPI-Teleconnect as their local service provider (including customers utilizing DPI­
Teleconnect-assigned telephone numbers and DPI-TelecOlmect customers utilizing LNP) are 
provided in accordance with standard ALL TEL practices. Yellow Page services will be offered to 
DPI-Telecolmect's customers on the same basis that they are offered to ALLTEL 's customers. 
Such services will be provided through ALL TEL' s yellow pages affiliate, its agent or assignee. 

4.0 	 Limitation Of Liability And Indemnification 

4.1 	 ALL TEL will not be liable to DPI-Teleconnect for any losses or damages arising out of errors, 
interruptions, defects, failures , delays, or malfunctions of the White Pages services, including any 
and all associated equipment and data processing systems, unless said losses or damages result 
from ALL TEL's gross negligence or willful or wanton or intentional misconduct. Any losses or 
damages for which ALL TEL is held liable under this Agreement to DPI -Teleconnect, shall in no 
event exceed the amowlt of the charges billed to DPI-Teleconnect for White Pages services with 
respect to the period beginning at Ule time notice of the error, interruption, defect, failure, or 
malfunction is received by ALL TEL to the time Service is restored. 

4.2 DPI-Teleconnect agrees to defend, indenmify , and hold hannless ALLTEL from any and all 
losses, damages, or other liability that ALLTEL may incur as a result of claims, demands, 
wrongful death actions, or other claims by any Party that arise out of DPI-Teleconnect's end user 
customers ' use of the White Pages services, or the negligence or wrongful act of DPI-Teleconnect 
except to the extent any such losses, damages or other liability solely from ALL TEL 's gross 
negligence or willful misconduct. DPI-Teleconnect will defend ALL TEL against all customer 
claims just as if DPI-Teleconnect had provided such service to its customer with DPI­
Teleconnect's own employees and will assert its contractual or tariff limitation of liability, if any, 
for the benefit of both ALLTEL and DPI-Teleconnect. 

4 .3 DPI-Teleconnect agrees to release, defend, indenmify, and hold harmless ALL TEL from any 
ciaims, demands, or suits with respect to any infringement or invasion of privacy or confidentiality 
of any person or persons caused or claimed to be caused, directly, or indirectly, by ALLTEL 
employees or equipment associated with provision of the White Pages services, except to the 
extent any such losses, damages or other liability is based on or results from ALL TEL's gross 
negligence or willful misconduct. This provision includes but is not limited to suits arising from 
disclosure of the telephone number, address, or name associated with the telephone called or Ule 
telephone used in connection WiUl White Pages services.

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Attachment 20: Definitions 

Definitions of the ~erms used in this Agreement are listed below. The Parties agree that certain terms may be 
defined elsewhere In this Agreement, as well as terms not defined shall be construed in accordance with their 
customary meaning in the telecommunications industry as of the effective date of this Agreement. 

"Act" means the Conununications Act of 1934 (47 U.S.c. § 151 el seq.), as amended by the Telecommunications 
Act of 1996, as may be subsequently amended or, as from time to time interpreted in the duly authorized rules and 
regulations of the FCC or the Commission having authority to interpret the Act within its state ofjurisdiction. 

"ALLTEL" has the meaning set forth in the preamble. 

"AnciUary Services" are services which support but are not required for interconnection of telecommunications 
networks between two or more parties, e.g., 911, DA, and DirectOI)1 Services. 

"As defined or described in the Act" means as specifically defined by the Act or required by the Act and as from 
time to time interpreted in the duly authorized rules and regulations of the FCC or the State Conunission. 

"Automated Message Accounting" or "AMA" means the Automated Message Accounting structure inherent in 
switch technology that initially records telecommunication message information. AMA format is contained in the 
Automated Message Accounting document, published by Bellcore as GR-ll OO-CORE which defines tJle industry 
standard for message recording. 

"Billing Number" means the number to which charges for a call are billable. 

"Calling Party Number" or "CPN" is a feature of signaling system 7 ("SS7") protocol whereby the 10 digit 
number of the calling Party is forwarded from the end office. 

"CLASS (Custom Local Area Signaling Service) and Custom Features" means a grouping of optional 
enhancements to basic local exchange service that offers special call handling features to residential and single-line 
business customers (e.g., call waiting, call forwarding and automatic redial) . 

"Commission" or "PUC" or "PSC" means the state administrative agency to which the United States Congress or 
state legislature has delegated authority to regulate the operations of Local Exchange Carriers ("LECs") as defined in 
tJle Act. 

"Common Channel Signaling" or "CCS" means a special network, fully separate from tJle transmission path of 
tJle public switched network that digitally transmits call setup and network control data. 

"Confidentiallnformation" has the meaning set forth in § 6.0 of the General Terms and Conditions. 

"Connecting Facilities" means dedicated facilities provided eitJler under this Agreement or separate contlllct used 
to connect Carrier's network and ALL TEL's network for the purposes of interchanging traffic. 

"Contract Year" means a twelve (12) montJl period during the term of the contract commencing on tJle Effective 
Date and each anniversary thereof. 

"Conversation Time" means tJle time (in fulJ second increments) tJlat both Parties' equipment is used for a call, 
measured from tJle receipt of answer supervision to disconnect supervision. 

"Customer" means, whether or not capitalized, any business, residential or governmental customer of services 
covered by the Agreement, and includes the term "End User". More specific meanings of either of such terms are 
dependent upon the context in which they appear in the Agreement and the provisions of the Act. 

"Customer Usage Data" means the local Telecommunications Services usage data of an LSP Customer, measured 
in minutes, sum-minutes increments, message units, or otherwise, that is recorded by ALL TEL and forwarded to 
LSP. 
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"Discloser" means that Party to this Agreement which has disclosed Confidential Information to the other Party . 

"E911 Service" is a method of routing 911 calls to a PSAP that uses customer location data in the ALIIDMS to 

detennine tile PSAP to which a call should be routed . 


"Effective Date" is the date indicated in tile Preface on which the Agreement shall become effective. 


"Electronic File Transfer" means any system/process, which utilizes an electronic format and protocol to 

send/receive data files. 


"End Office" means a local ALL TEL switching point where ALL TEL end user customer station loops are 

terminated for purposes of interconnection to each other and to tile network. 


"End User" means, whether or not capitalized, any business, residential or governmental customer of services 

covered by the Agreement and includes the term "Customer" . More specific meanings of either of such terms are 

dependent upon tile context in which tiley appear in the Agreement and the provisions of the Act 


"Enhanced White Pages Listings" means optionaJ features available for residential White Pages Directory Listings 

(e.g. , bold, italics, lines of distinction). 

"Exchange" is tile geographic territory delineated as an exchange area for ALL TEL by official commission 

boundary maps. 


"Exchange Access" is defined in the Act 


"Exchange Message Interface" or "EMI" is the standard used for exchange of telecommunications message 

information anlong Local Exchange Caniers for billable, non-billable, sample, settiement and study data. 


"Exchange Services" are two-way switched voice-grade telecommunications services with access to the public 

switched network Witil originate and terminate within an exchange. 


"FCC" means the Federal Communications Commission. 


"Incumbent Local Exchange Carrier" or "ILEC" has the meaning given tile tenn in the Act. 


"Interconnection" has tile meaning given the term in the Act and refers to the cOlUlection of separate pieces of 

equipmenl~ facilities, or platforms between or within networks for the purpose of transmission and routing of 
Telephone Exchange Service traffic and Exchange Access traffic. 


"Interconnection Agreement" means the agreement between the Parties entitied "Interconnection Agreement 

Under §§ 251 and 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996," dated July 16, 1996. 


"Interexchange Carrier" or "IXC" means a telecommunications provider that provides long distance 
communications services between LAT As and authorized by the Commission to provide long distance 
communications services. 

"InterLATA" has the meaning given tile term in the Act 


"IntraLATA Toll Traffic" means all IntraLAT A calls provided by aLEC otiler than traffic completed in the LECs 

10caJ exchange boundary . 


"Local Access and Transport Area" or "LATA" has the meaning given to the term in the Act. 


"Local Exchange Carrier" or "LEC" means tile incwnbent carrier that provides facility-based Exchange Services 

which has universal-service and carrier-of-Iast-resort obligations. 
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"Local Service Provider" or "LSP" means a an non-incumbent carrier licensed by the Commission with the 
appro~riate certification (e:g., a Certificate of Authorization or Service Provider Certificate of Authorization) and 
authonty necessary to provIde Exchange Services. 


"Local Service Request" or "LSR" means an industry standard form used by the Parties to add, establish, change 

or dIsconnect trunks, circuits and/or facilities associated with unbundled Network Elements. 


"LSP Customer" means any business or residential customer for Local Service Provider services. 


"911 Service" means a universal telephone number, which gives the public direct access to the PSAP. Basic 911 

service collects 911 calls from one or more local exchange switches that serve a geographic area. The calls are then 

sent to the correct authority designated to receive such calls. 


"Operating Company Number" or "OCN" means nationally recognized company codes set forth in Bellcore's 

LERG that will be used as the official identification code for each company that provides local exchange telephone 

service. 


"Parties" means ALL TEL and the LSP collectively. 


"Party" means either ALLTEL or the LSP as applicable. 


"Recipient" means the Party to this Agreement, which has received Confidential Information from the other Party. 


"Resale Services" - any telecommunications service that is provided to subscribers who are not telecommunications 

carriers. 


"Service Area" means the geographic are~ e.g., Major Trading Area., Basic Trading Area., Metropolitan Service 
Area, Geographic Service Area., and Rural Service Area, served by the cellular system within which Carrier is 
licensed to provide service. 

"Signaling System 7" or "SS7" means a signaling protocol used by the CCS network. 

"Signaling Transfer Point" or "STP" means the point where a Party interconnects, either directly or through 
facilities provided by ALL TEL, or a Third Party Provider with the CCS/SS7 network. 

"Switched Excbange Access Service" means the offering of transmission or switching services to 
telecommunications carriers for the purpose of the origination or tennination of Telephone toll Service. Switched 
Exchange Access Services include, but are not necessarily limited to: Feature Group A, Feature Group B, Feature 
Group D, 800/888 access, and 900 access and their successors or similar Switched Exchange Access Services. 

"Synchronous Optical Network" or "SONET" means an optical interface standard tilat allows inter-networking 

of transmission products from multiple vendors. 


"Telephone Exchange Service" means wireline exchange connections amongst LEC end users. 


"Telecommunications" has the meanings given in the Act. 


"Telecommunications Carrier" has tile meanings given in the Act. 


"Termination" means the switching of Local Traffic at ilie terminating carrier's end office switch, or equivalent 

facility, and delivery of such traffic to the called Party. 


"Territor)'" means ilie incumbent local exchange areas within tile states identified in Appendix A 


"Undefined Terms" The Parties acknowledge iliat terms may appear in tile Agreement iliat are not defined and 

agree that any such terms shall be construed in accordance with ilieir end-user usage in the telecommunications 

industry as of the effective date of this Agreement. 
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"Work Locations" means any real estate tllat ALL TEL owns, leases or licenses or in which it holds easements or 
other rights to use, or does use, in cOlll1ection with this Agreement.
