Neither the cancellation of its certificate nor the failure to
receive a RAFs Return notice for the year 2000 shall relieve Clear-
Tel from its obligation to pay RAFs for 2000.

Tel, Inc.'s Certificate No. 7152 to provide Pay Telephone services

is hereby canceled, effective September 5, 2000. It is further

ORDERED that Clear-Tel, Inc. shall return its certificate to
this Commission and remit Regulatory Assessment Fees for the year
2000. It is further
