CUSTOMER NOTICE

On April 4, 2000, Aloha Utilities, Inc., applied to the
Florida Public Service Commission (PSC) for increased wastewater
service rates for its Seven Springs customers resulting from the
required construction of substantial sewer system improvements
arising from a Consent Judgment with the Florida Department of
Environmental Protection (DEP) and applicable to service provided
to its customers in Aloha's Seven Springs service area.
