Upon reviewing those portions of the beguiling and calumnious comments directed at
Florida’s municipal electric utilities by the Florida Cable Telecommunications Association
(FCTA), Time Warner Telcom of Florida, L.P., Verizon Florida, Inc., and Bell South
Telecommunications, Inc., there is only one response that FMEA finds appropriate - “The lady
doth protest too much, methinks.”

The various comments would have the Commission believe, for example, that municipal

electric utilities will use the proposed rules to “raise Munis’ revenues for municipal coffers,” or

should be viewed by the Commission with the same disdain as they are by FMEA.
