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Set of Interrogatories (Nos. 1-4). 

GENERAL OBJECTIONS 

With respect to the "Definitions" and "Instructions" in White Springs' First Set of 

Interrogatories, PEF objects to any definitions or instructions that are inconsistent with PEF's 

discovery obligations under applicable rules. If some question arises as to PEF's discovery 

obligations, PEF will comply with applicable rules and not with any of White Springs' 

definitions or instructions that are inconsistent with those rules. Furthermore, PEF objects to any 

interrogatory that calls for PEF to create data or information that it otherwise does not have 

because there is no such requirement under the applicable rules and law.
