Exempt Property The debtor is permitted by law to keep certain propeny as exempt. Exempt property will not be sold and distributed 
to credi tors. The debtor must file a list of all property claimed as exempt. You may inspect that list at the bankruptcy 
clerk's office. If you believe that an ex.emption claimed by the debtor is not authorized by law, you may file an 
objection to that exemption. The bankruptcy clerk's oftiee must receive the objections by the "Deadline to Object to 
Exemptions" listed on tht: front side. 

Bankruptcy Cleric's Any paper that you fIle in this bankruptcy case should be filed at the bankruptcy cLerk's office at the address listed

ORDER CONDITIONALLY DETERMINING DEBTOR'S COMPUANCE 

WITH FILING REQUIREMENTS OF SECTION 521(a)(1) 

AND SETTING DEADUNE FOR RECONSIDERATION 


Pursuant to II U.S.c. §52I(i)(l ). if an individual debtor in a voluntary case 
under Chapter 7 or Chapter 13 fails to file all of the infoffilatioD required under I I 
U.S.c. §52I(a)(1) within 45 days after the date of the filing of the petition, the case 
shall be automatically dismi sed effective on the 46th day after the date of the fll ing 
of the petition. The Court has reviewed the me in Ihis case and finds as follows: 

1. That the debtor has complied with the filing requirements of II U.S.c. 
§521(a)(l) and is not subject to automatic dismissal under II U.S.c. 
§52 I (i)(l) or (2). This t1nding is conditional upon there being no request for 
reconsideration within the time prescribed herein. 

2. That any party having any reason to contest the Court's fi nding that the 
debtor has med all information required by 11 U.S.c. §S21(a)(l ) shall file a 
Motion for Reconsideration not later than IS days from the date of this Order 
and shall serve such motion on the trustee, debtor and debtor's counsel. if 
any. The motion should specifically identify the infoffilation and 
document(s) required by 11 U.S.C. §521(a)(l ) that the debtor has failed 10 
tile. 

3. That if no request for reconsideration is tiled in the time and manner stated 
herein, this Order shall become final after the expiration of the deadline to 
request reconsideration and all parties shall be barred from seeking dismissal 
of the case under II U.S.c. §521(i)(l) or (2).
