SECTION 63.71 APPLICATION OF 
BFUDGECOM INTERNATIONAL, INC. 

Bridgecoin International, Inc. (“BridgeCom”) requests authority under Section 63.71 of 

the Commission’s Rules, 47 C.F.R. 543.71 to discontinue the provision of intrastate, 

interexchange teleconiinuiiications services throughout the States of Arkansas, California, 

Florida, Georgia, Idaho, Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, Ohio, Texas and Washington. 

Bridgecoin is certificated to provide the above-described services in each of the listed 

jurisdictions; however, over time, a significant portion of BridgeCom’s customer base has been 

consolidated into the operations of BridgeCom’s sister corporation, Broadview Networks, Inc., 

in accordance with federal and state commission rules and regulations.’ 

While most customers opted to participate in the customer base consolidation, certain 

custoniers chose instead to transition to new providers (with BridgeCom’s full cooperation and 

without charge for the service provider change). A few customers, however, opted to remain 

with BridgeCom rather than to be consolidated into the Broadview Networks customer base or to

select a new service provider. In order that BridgeCom might continue to legally provide service 

to those of Bridgecoin’s customers which, for reasons of their own, chose to remain with 

Bridgecoin, the Company has, of necessity, retained its telecoiiimunicatioiis service authority in 

each named jurisdiction, With tlie passage of time, the natural attrition of these remaining 

customers has finally reduced the number of customers to whom BridgeConi provides intrastate, 

interexchange services in the above-listed states to zero. 

BridgeCom does not actively market telecommunications services to consumers in the 

listed states and has no plans to resume marketing telecommunications services in these states in 

tlie future. Accordingly, coincident with the filing of this Section 63.71 Application, BridgeCom 

is taking steps to suixnder back to the relevant state coinmissions the Company’s 

telecommunications service authority. In this way, BridgeCom will facilitate the efficient use of 

both its own corporate resources and the resources of the Federal Communications Commission 

and each listed state public utility commission. 

As required by Section 63.71(a) and (b) of tlie Commission’s Rules, Bridgecoin provides 

the following infonnation: 

1. Name and Address of Carrier (47 C.F.R. §§63.71(a)(2), (b)(2)):

Date of Planned Service Discontinuance (47 C.F.R. §§63.71(a)(2), (b)(2)): 

Because BridgeCom is considered non-dominant with respect to all of the services to be 

discontinued, the Company anticipates the automatic grant of the instant Application on tlie 3 lst 

day following release by the Federal Coinmunications Commission of a Publzc Notice on the 

Application. Because Applicant currently serves no telecoinniuiiicatioiis services custoiners in 

the above-listed states, BridgeCom will officially discontinue service in those states o n  the date

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of automatic grant of the instant Application, which Applicant anticipates will be on or about 

December 31, 2010. It is possible that a small number of states will not have fonnally approved 

the surrender of BridgeConi’s operating authority and/or withdrawal of tariffs by that date; in 

such states, service will be officially discontinued upon the date authorized by the relevant state 

commission. 

3. Points of Geographic Areas of Service Affected (47 C.F.R. §§63.71(a)(3), (b)(2)): 

Bridgecoin will discontinue the provision of intrastate, interexchange 

telecomiiiuiiications services throughout the States of Arkansas, California, Florida, Georgia, 

Idaho, Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan, Ohio, Texas and Washington. 

4. Brief Description of Type of Services Affected (47 C.F.R. §§63.71(a)(3), (b)(2)): 

In the States of Arkansas, California, Florida, Georgia, Idalio, Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, 

Michigan, Ohio, Texas and Washington, Bridgecoin is authorized to provide all types of 

intrastate long distance telecomniuiiications services; BridgeCom has not, however, provided 

long distance services on a prepaid basis in any listed jurisdiction. 

The discontinuance of the above services does not adversely affect the public 

convenience and necessity because consumers in these states have a wide range of alternative 

intrastate, interexchange services froin which to choose. Furthennore, as noted above, no 

consumer in any of these states is presently subscribed to BridgeCom’s services; each such 

custoiner has already transitioned to another authorized carrier of its own choosing or otherwise 

ceased to subscribe to BridgeCom’s services. 

5. Brief Description of the Dates and Methods of Notice to All Affected Customers 
(47 C.F.R. @63.71(b)(3)): 

As noted above, no custoiners exist which will be affected by BridgeConi’s proposed 

discontinuance of the above-described services in the listed states. Section 63.71 (a) requires that

“the carrier shall notify all afected czistonzeix of the planned discontinuance;”’ since Bridgecoin 

has no affected customers here, no notice is required; Section 63.71(a)’s notice requirement is an 

impossibility and a nullity here. That no consumer protection goal which the FCC’s notice 

language is designed to protect are at issue in this circumstance is apparent from the very text of 

Section 63.71 (S)(i), where the Federal Communications Commission directs noli-dominant 

cairiers to inform customers as follows: 

“The FCC will noiinally authorize this proposed discontinuance or service (or 
reduction or impaiiiiient) unless it is shown that customers would be unable to 
receive sei-vice or a reasonable substitute froin another carrier or that the public 
convenience and necessity is otherwise adversely affected. If you wish to object, 
you should file your comments as soon as possible, but no later than 15 days after 
the Commission releases public notice of the proposed discontinuance. Address 
them to the Federal Communications Commission, Wireline Competition Bureau, 
Competition Policy Division, Washington, DC 20554, and include in your 
comments a reference to the Sec. 63.71 Application of (carrier’s name). 
Comments should include specific information about the impact of this proposed 
discontinuance (or reduction or impaiiment) upon you or your company, 
including any iiiability to acquire reasonable substitute ~ervice.”~ 

Here, no Bridgecoin customer exists in the impacted states; therefore, no individual or 

entity is capable of providing specific infomiation of any impact wlzafsoever that the proposed 

discontinuance upon it. All customers have already transitioned to alternative providers; clearly 

there has been no inability to acquire reasonable substitute service. Indeed, the ease with which 

BridgeCom’s remaining customers have been able to transition to new providers is a result of a 

vibrant array of telecommunications service alternatives in the listed states; accordingly, there is 

no realistic possibility that BridgeCom’s surrender of existing telecommunications service 

authority in these states would adversely impact the public convenience and necessity

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As noted above, coincident with the filing of this Application, BridgeCom. is taking 

steps, consistent with relevant state coinmission rules and regulations, to surrender its existing 

telecoiiiinunicatioiis operating authority and, where required, to withdraw its telecommunications 

services tariffs in tlie affected states. Additionally, in satisfaction of Section 63.74(a), copies of 

this Section 63.71 Application are also being sent today, via First Class U.S. mail, to tlie Special 

Assistant for Telecoiiiiiiuiiicatioiis to tlie Secretary of Defeiise and the govemors and public 

utilities commissions of each state in which discontinuance is proposed. Thus, Bridgecoin’s 

discontinuance of service in the listed states will be fully transparent to regulators and consumers 

alike. 

6. Regulatory Classification of Carrier (47 C.F.R. §63.71(b)(4)): 

Bridgecoin is considered non-dominant with respect to all of the services to be 

discontinued in tlie listed states
