REQUEST FOR EXTENDED CONFIDENTIAL CLASSIFICATION 

GUL.F POWER COh4PANY [“GulfPower‘’, “Gulf’, or the “Company”l, by and through 

its undersigned attorney and pursuant to Rule 25-22.006, Florida Administrative Code, hereby 

files its request that the Florida Public Service Commission (the “Commission”) enter an order 

granting extended confidential classification for certain information contained in Staff Document 

PA-09-02-006, “Review of Gulf Power Company’s Quality Assurance Process for Distribution 

Construction.” As grounds for this request, the Company states: 

1. On November 6, 2009, Gulf filed an Amended Request for Confidential 

Classification of information contained in Document No. 1 1  174-09. See, Document No. 11 173- 

09. 

2. On December 3, 2009, the Commission entered an order granting Gulfs 

confidentiality request. & Order No. PSC-09-0802-CFO-E1 (Document No. 11738-09) 

3. As provided in section 366.093(4), Florida Statutes, and by the Commission’s 

Order, the confidential information will be made public afler a period of 18 months unless Gulf 

or another affected party shows, and the Commission finds, that the confidential infomation is 

entitled to continued confidential treatment. The 18-month extension period expires on June 3, 

2011. 



4. Gulf hereby requests that the Commission enter an order extending the 

confidential classification ofthe information contained on lines 1-2 ofpage 20 and all ofpage 21 

in Document No. 11 174-09 for an additional 18-month period. 

5.  Document No. 1 1174-09 contains findings and results of an audit performed by 

Gulf Power’s agent pertaining to the Company’s distribution construction quality assurance 

processes. Specifically, the wnfidential information consists of findings &om a 2005 risk 

assessment audit performed by an independent audit company, AEGIS. This information is 

confidential pursuant to section 366.093(3)@), Florida Statutes. This information remains 

confidential for the reasons articulated in Gulfs previous request and Order No. PSG09-0802- 

CFO-EX. 

6. The information filed pursuant to this Request is intended to be, and is treated as, 

confidential by Gulf Power and, to this attorney’s knowledge, has not been otherwise publicly 

disclosed. 

7. The confidential information is attached as Exhibit “A,” to Gulfs Amended 

Request for Confidential Classification and is identified as Document No. 11 174-09. 

WHEREFORE, Gulf Power Company respectfully requests that the Commission enter 

BD order protecting the infomation contained in Document No. 11 174-09 from public disclosure 

for an additional period of eighteen (1 8) months.
