The Company is claiming confidentiality of witness testimony under Section 366.093(3)(d), F.S.,
and Section 366.093(3)(e). F.S. Per the Statute, propriety of confidential business information
includes, but is not limited to: Subsection (d) “[i]nformation concerning bids or other contractual
data. the disclosure of which would impair the efforts of the public utility or its affiliates to
contract for goods or services on favorable terms,” and Subsection (¢) “[i]nformation relating to

competitive interests, the disclosure of which would impair the competitive business of the
provider of the information.”

More specifically, the information at issue relates to claimed proprietary third-party technical
information regarding component design and operation parameters of certain equipment at Plant
Bartow. DEF asserts that if it cannot demonstrate to its OEM/third-party equipment
manufactures that the Company has the ability to protect those third-parties’ confidential and

proprietary business information, third-parties will be less likely to provide that information to
DEF.

Staff has reviewed DEF’s testimony as well as the Company’s confidentiality request. It is staff’s
opinion that the information subject to this request meets the criteria for confidentiality contained
in Section 366.093(3)(d), F.S., and Section 366.093(3)(e), F.S.
