 SJNG:  An over-recovery of $17,251. 

 ISSUE 2. What are the appropriate conservation adjustment actual/estimated true-

up amounts for the period January through December 2021?  

 SJNG:  Conservation adjustment actual/estimated true-up is $63,826 over-

recovery. 

 ISSUE 3.  What are the appropriate total conservation adjustment true-up amounts 

to be collected/refunded from January through December 2022? 

 SJNG:    The total conservation adjustment true-up amount to be refunded is 

$81,077 over-recovery. 

 ISSUE 4.  What is the total conservation cost recovery adjustment true-up amounts 

to be collected during the January through December 2022 period. 

 SJNG:    The true-up amount to be collected is $122,398 under-recovery. 

 ISSUE 5.  What are the conservation cost recovery factors for the period January 

2022 through December 2022? 

SJNG:  The appropriate factors are:

RS-2       $0.23544
