This past year has been cha llenging and unrelenting, and folks have spent it worrying; worrying about the health and 
safety of their famil ies and friends; worrying about finding work or being safe at work; worrying about the future of the 
business they bu ilt from the ground up; and worrying about making sure that they could keep the lights and heat on at 
home. For many of us, the pandemic has changed all of our lives in ways we'll stil l like ly be grappling with long after the 
pandemic comes to an end. 

Neverthe less, for some reason, corporate greed seems to be more important than the sustainabi lity of our commun ities 
and our livelihood. Th is was evident when FPL, among several other power companies resumed closing customer 
accounts due to non-payment during the second wave of the pandemic. Now, they want to increase rates for the ir most 
vulnerable customers. We can't allow companies to continue taking advantage of working-class families, and luckily, you 
have the power NOW to stop this. 

Our families need relief, real so lut ions to the climate crisis and fair and affordable util ity rates. By raising prices, FPL is 
treating energy as a commodity when it's a necessity. We are demanding that Florida Power & Light halt th is unfair plan 
and that Florida 's Public Service Commission require FPL to maintain fair rates for their consumers, and prioritize the 
commun ities they serve.
