7 M. Watrous, are there any prelimnary
8 matters?
9 MR, WATROUS: We are unaware of any
10 prelimnary matters at this tine.
11 COW SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Excellent. Let's nove
12 on to the dockets. W are going to take the order
13 as 02, 03, 04, 07 and 01, so slightly out of order
14 for organizational purposes.
15 Moving on to 02, M. Marquez, are there any
16 prelimnary matters that we need to address before
17 we get to the predraft hearing order?
18 MR. MARQUEZ: No, Comm ssioner La Rosa.
19 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Excellent. Thank you.
20 Does any parties have any prelimnary natters?
21 Seeing -- OPC, you are recogni zed.
22 MR. REHW NKEL: This may be just as good a
23 tinme as any to state this, M. Chairnman.
24 The Public Counsel filed, in all five dockets,
25 revised positions on all -- alnost all the issues,
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1 and we submtted that electronically to staff. |If
2 it's -- I think it would facilitate matters if we
3 don't go through that each tine we get to each
4 docket with each issue.
5 Staff has themand -- all of our issue
6 positions are designed or intended to facilitated
7 Type 2 stipulations on those issues if one is
8 otherwise to be facility facilitated. So | think
9 it could streamine things just to say our
10 posi ti ons have been revised with your staff.
11 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  kay. Excellent.
12 So --
13 MR. BREW Excuse ne.
14 COW SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Yep, M. Brew, you are
15 recogni zed.
16 MR. BREW Just to el aborate on that. In many
17 of the dockets, PCS s position is often agree with
18 OPC. W have reviewed the revised statenents by
19 OPC and our positions renmain the sane.
20 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Excellent. Any other
21 coments on that?
22 So when | cone to those sections, | wll just
23 -- we wll make the assunption that that has been
24 received by us and it's been circulated, and if
25 there is any other thoughts or coments at that
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10

1 poi nt, of course we can bring them up.
2 Ckay. So that was a perfect tine to state, so
3 that | nuch appreciate that. It will help us with
4 efficiency noving forward.
5 Let's go through the draft prehearing order.
6 Il will identify the sections. | may nove a little
7 bit quick, so please feel free to junp in if there
8 are sone changes or corrections that ultimtely
9 need to be nade.
10 So we will start with Section 1, Case
11 Backgr ound.
12 Section Il, Conduct of Proceedi ngs.
13 Section Il1, Jurisdiction.
14 Section IV, Procedures in Handling
15 Confidential Information.
16 Section V, Prefiled Testinony, Exhibit and
17 Wt nesses.
18 Seei ng none. Staff, thoughts?
19 MR, MARQUEZ: Conmm ssioner, with regard to any
20 witness that is not ultimately excused fromthe
21 hearing, we are recommendi ng that their summary of
22 their testinony be limted to no nore than three
23 m nut es.
24 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  kay. Three mnutes it
25 IS, seeing no objections to that.
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Let's nove to the order of w tnesses, staff.

MR MARQUEZ: If the parties are ultimtely
willing to excuse any witnesses, we will then
confirmw th each Comm ssi oner on whet her or not
they antici pate questions for those witnesses. |If
the Comm ssion has no questions, we would then
informthe parties that those w tnesses have been
excused and that their testinony be entered into
the record, along with exhibits, as though read.

COMWM SSI ONER LA ROSA: Thank you.

Then let's nove to basics positions. Do the
parties have any changes to their basic positions?

Seeing none. Let's nove to issues and
positions, staff.

MR, MARQUEZ: |ssues and positions for the 02
cl ause have been included in the draft prehearing
order that was circulated to the parties. W note
that for any party that has taken a position of no
position at this tinme, if that position is not
anmended prior to the hearing, it will be changed to
no position in the prehearing order.

For the order establishing procedure, if a
party fails to take a position on any issue, that
party al so waives their opportunity to conduct

cross-examnation as it relates to that issue, as
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wel | as waives their right to file a post-hearing
brief on that issue.

MR. REHW NKEL: Conm ssi oner La Rosa.

COW SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Yes, sir.

MR. REHW NKEL: Just for the record for this
docket, and all the others, | don't think -- our
| anguage that facilitates a Type 2 stipulation is
al ways acconpani ed by a footnote that describes
what a Type 2 stipulation is, and | didn't see it
in here, but we -- for purposes of doing this for
all the dockets, we would ask that that footnote be
I ncluded in each of the five prehearing orders.

COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Okay. Al right. So
not ed.

MR, REHW NKEL: Thank you.

COW SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Ckay. Any ot her
t hought s?

MR, MOYLE: | assune for all the parties, that
that footnote would not be specific to OPC but just
be kind of a general footnote to say Type 2
stipulations are blah, blah, blah, but they don't
represent a position of a party.

W have a simlar concern but don't want to
burden the record beyond saying we would |ike for

that | anguage to apply to FIPUG as wel .
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1 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA: kay. Is that fair
2 anongst the parties?
3 MR SHEF WRI GHT: Yes, sSir.
4 COMWM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  kay. Excellent.
5 Then let's nove on to the exhibit list, staff.
6 MR, MARQUEZ: All right. W have prepared a
7 conprehensive exhibit list for this docket that
8 i ncludes the prefiled exhibits, as well as any
9 exhibits staff wishes to ultinmately be included in
10 the record. W wll check with the parties before
11 the hearing to see whether or not there are any
12 obj ections. W have already heard back from FPL,
13 TECO and FPUC.
14 COW SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Excellent. Let's nove
15 then to the proposed stipul ations.
16 MR, MARQUEZ: At this tinme, we are unaware of
17 any sti pul ati ons.
18 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Pending notions?
19 MR, MARQUEZ: No.
20 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Pending confidentiality
21 noti ons?
22 MR, MARQUEZ: None.
23 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Post - hearing
24 procedur es?
25 MR, MARQUEZ: |If parties agree to waive
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1 briefs, the Comm ssion could nake a bench deci sion
2 for this docket. |[If there are any issues that do
3 need to be briefed, we recomend that post-hearing
4 briefs be no | onger than 40 pages maxi num
5 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA: 40 pages it is, if they
6 are filed. That seens fair. Al parties in
7 agreenment with that?
8 kay. Let's go, then, to rules.
9 MR, MARQUEZ: All right. Staff reconmends

10 t hat, Comm ssioner, you make a ruling today that

11 openi ng statenments not exceed three m nutes per

12 party.

13 COMM SSI ONER LA ROSA:  kay. Three mnutes it
14 is. Fair, seeing no objections.

15 Let's nove on, then, to other matters.

16 MR. MARQUEZ: There are no other matters that
17 we are aware of that need to be addressed today.

18 COW SSI ONER LA ROSA:  Excel l ent .

19 So then let's nove on -- out of the 02 and

20 into the 03 docket.
